Ohio public library funding facing severe cutbacks:  State funding of Ohio‟s public 
libraries is on the chopping block in the latest round of reductions proposed by Ohio 
Gov. Ted Strickland's, as the state wrestles with a projected $3.2 billion revenue shortfall 
in the next budget. The current Ohio budget expires June 30, and a new two-year 
budget must be approved by legislators by that date. 

Strickland‟s proposal calls for reducing state funding of public libraries by $200 million 
over the next two years.  Those cuts would come on top of 20 percent reductions public 
libraries have already seen as a result of reduced state, bringing total reductions to 
nearly 50 percent.

Operation Feed a Libraries’ Success:  Thank you to everyone who contributed to the 
2009 Operation Feed campaign!  The OSU Libraries collected 422 cans of food and 
$492, equaling 1,407 meals and surpassing our goal to collect 1,368 meals. The 
community-wide food drive helps stock the shelves of hundreds of food pantries, soup 
kitchens and emergency shelters in central and eastern Ohio.  Each year the Mid-Ohio 
Foodbank distributes more than 31 million pounds of food, enabling partner agencies to 
provide more than 47,000 meals each day.   

Thanks to Mike Crosby, Anne Fields, Mary Neno, Charles Smith and Beth Mastin for 
all their work on this year‟s campaign, Student employee Greg Whaley, with help from 
colleague Patrick Rice, volunteered his time and collected money on the Oval, raising 
nearly $100.

State Budget Update from President Gee:  I write to provide an update on state 
budget matters, particularly as they relate to public higher education. Governor 
Strickland, Chancellor Fingerhut, and leaders of both parties of the Ohio House and 
Senate continue to demonstrate tenacious support for higher education, understanding 
that our state’s long-term prosperity is contingent upon well-educated and innovative 
citizens working together to lead in the new knowledge economy.

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As you know, the Ohio General Assembly is currently finalizing the state’s biennial 
budget bill during an exceptionally challenging economic period. Governor Strickland’s 
original budget blueprint protected higher education’s core funding, as did the 
subsequent budget proposals of the House and the Senate. When the joint House and 
Senate Conference Committee recently began its work to resolve differences between 
the House and Senate versions of the state budget, the Committee learned that because 
of the declining economy, there was a $3.2 billion budget shortfall. In light of the larger 
deficit projections, Governor Strickland released his revised budget framework for 
consideration last Friday — once again maintaining higher education as a strong priority.  

All of these budget proposals — the Governor’s initial version, the House version, the 
Senate version, and the Governor’s recent, revised proposal — commit to fully funding a 
third year of tuition freezes for undergraduates at Ohio’s public universities. That 
unprecedented commitment to extending educational access, while maintaining 
academic quality, comes as welcome news for our students and their families. You 
should also know that we are continuing to advocate on behalf of those University 
programs that are experiencing state budget reductions. 

Although much work remains in the effort to finalize the state’s budget, I am very 
pleased with the consistent support of our elected leaders. Their support has not only 
made Ohio the national leader in higher education funding, but also it has enabled us to 
assume a leadership position in the new economy. Together, we have a shared vision 
for the central role of higher education in advancing personal opportunity and fueling 
economic renaissance. All of us at the University are fully committed to being wise 
stewards of our financial resources and to working in unceasing partnership with our 
elected leaders and others to ensure that Ohio’s future is even more vibrant than its 
proud past.  

I will write again as the process unfolds. In the meantime, please know of my gratitude 
for your ongoing support for the University.

Two new exhibitions at The Ohio State 
University celebrate the International 
Museum of Cartoon Art Collection, 
which was recently transferred to OSU‟s 
Cartoon Library and Museum (formerly 
the Cartoon Research Library). The 
union of these two institutions created 
the largest collection of original cartoon 
art in the world.  The exhibitions 
showcase the treasures of the collection 
including original art from editorial 
cartoons, comic strips, animation and 
comic books.  Fan favorites Peanuts, 
Calvin and Hobbes, Blondie, Dick Tracy, 
Mickey Mouse, For Better or For Worse, 
Doonesbury, Spider-Man, Beetle Bailey 
and Family Circus will all be on display. 
The characters and images depicted 
may be familiar, but taken out of their 
traditional context in print and on 
screen, cartoons can be examined and 
appreciated as works of art; triumphs of 
design and craftsmanship. The originals 

reveal the method behind the magic, 
offering visitors an opportunity to look at 
the popular culture icons and images so 
prevalent in their everyday lives in new 
and different ways.  These exhibitions 
will engage and delight audiences of all 
ages.

The Sewer’s Art: Quality, Fashion 
and Economy 
Through June 27 
Gladys Keller Snowden Gallery 
The Geraldine Schottenstein Wing, 
Campbell Hall, 1787 Neil Ave. 

The inspiration for this exhibition began 
with a visit from Susan Beall in 1997-98. 
She had sewn most of her clothing 
throughout her lifetime, beginning before 
her graduation from OSU‟s School of 
Home Economics in 1949. Susan kept a 
record of her sewing projects, including 
her inspirations, which patterns she 
used, swatches of the fabric she used 
and how much it cost, and subsequent 
alterations to the clothing. This made 
Gayle Strege think of of Barbara 
Johnson‟s “Album of Styles and 
Fabrics.” 

Barbara Johnson was an 18th century 
lady who kept a record of fabrics used to 
make her clothing and how much the 
fabric cost, as well as contemporary 
illustrations of fashionable dress. The 
album spans 1746-1823 and is in the 
collections of the Victoria and Albert 
Museum in London. Susan Beall and felt 
her records were a 20th century version 
of the Barbara Johnson book, with one

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difference. Susan made her own 
wardrobe, whereas Barbara depended 
on dressmakers for hers. 

Susan took that comment to heart, and 
proceeded to further organize and 
document her materials. She presented 
an installment collection of her 
exquisitely sewn wardrobe with her own 
album and swatches in 1999, followed 
by more garments in 2003.  

Since 1999, the Historic Costume & 
Textiles Collection received additional 
donations of garments that were sewn 
by their wearers, but none that rival the 
quality of workmanship and style paired 
with an interesting life story such as the 
selections chosen for this exhibition. In 
addition to Susan Beall‟s impressive 
collection are garments made and worn 
by Dr. Ruth Ella Moore, Mary Heck, and 
Dr. Joyce Smith.

Thurber in the House 
Through September 6 
Thurber Center, 91 Jefferson Ave. 

Thurber House is celebrating its 25th 
anniversary this year, making it an 
appropriate time to invite James Thurber 
back for a visit. The Rare Books and 
Manuscripts Library (RBMS) at OSU 
has done exactly that.  

“Thurber in the House,” an exhibit of his 
cartooning art, focuses on some of 
Thurber‟s favorite subjects: men, 
women, sex and dogs. The RBMS 
collection, 29 archival quality facsimiles, 

will run through September 6, at the 
Thurber Center, 91 Jefferson Ave., next 
door to Thurber House, and will be free 
and open daily, 1 – 4 p.m. 

“We‟re proud to be a contributor to the 
anniversary celebration,” said Geoffrey 
Smith, Ph.D, Professor and Head, 
RBMS. “Our partnership with Thurber 
House has become a tradition of 
frequent collaborations during this past 
quarter century. With the Thurber 
Humor Prize and its concomitant 
programs of visiting authors, literary 
picnics, children‟s writing workshops 
and more, Thurber House accentuates 
the Thurber legacy and keeps his 
memory alive.” 

As described by Smith, RBMS is the 
historical repository for the scholarly 
study of Thurber, Columbus‟ and Ohio 
State‟s greatest literary product. In 
addition to multiple printings and 
editions of virtually every Thurber 
publication, the library also administers 
a Thurber literary archive of more than 
20,000 manuscript and typescript 
leaves, nearly 500 original drawings, 
photographs, scrapbooks, sound 
recordings and assorted Thurberiana.  

“Geoff and the Rare Books and 
Manuscripts Library are the keepers of 
the „Thurber flame,‟” said Thurber 
House Executive Director Susanne 
Jaffe. Visitors are asked to stop by the 
house first and a staff member or 
volunteer will take them to see the 
collection.
