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Social Security Numbers Required for all University Medical Plan Enrollees:  Due 
to a new federal law, Ohio State is required to report the Social Security numbers 
(SSNs) of all medical plan enrollees to The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services 
The current Health Election Form indicates that the SSNs are required for health plan 
enrollees. However, because this is a new requirement there are some faculty and staff 
who have not provided this information and will be asked to report the Social Security 
numbers for their covered dependents including spouses and same-sex domestic 
partners. 

OSU has contracted with NGS American, our third-party medical claims administrator, to 
collect and report this data to the CMS on the universityôs behalf. The Office of Human 
Resources, with the assistance of NGS, will be mailing letters requesting that the 
missing SSNs be reported to NGS American. The information can be mailed in the 
provided return envelope, faxed, or called into NGS. Letters will be mailed to home 
addresses beginning this week and responses are requested by September 15, 2009.  
We will be sending an email notice to faculty and staff who have been identified for this 
mailing.
