
According to strippers guide: Allman was doing a regular panel and occasionally used this title. Sometime in the 1920s, the panel was added to NEA's weekly service and at 

that point became a regular feature. Once the feature was weekly, it ran uninterupted, however, it often ran unsigned. The start date for Allman as the creator is listed as 

4/9/1913 and the ending date as 192?. Other artists listed: Ken ??/??/192?-??/??/192?. Stanley, Lee: ??/??/192?-??/??/192?. Eckhart ??/??/1930 to ??/??/1930. Scarbo,
