	Keyword search your topic in the special-ized database.
	Form your search statement using main concepts and terms related to the main concepts, and consider putting phrases in quotes, using truncation and wildcards, and using Boolean operators AND, NOT, and OR.
	Write your search statement.

	Identify a relevant item from the results.
	It’s your choice about what is relevant. Just click on it.
	List the item’s title.

	Select subject terms relevant to your topic from that item’s subject heading.
	Scroll to see search headings. Identify relevant subject terms.
	List the relevant headings you see.








	Search using those subject terms.
	Some resources will allow you to simply click on those subject terms to perform a search. Others may require you to copy/paste a subject term[s] into a search and choose a subject field.
	How many items did you turn up?  Do many of them seem relevant?
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
