GROUP DIRECTIONS

1. Please choose one of your group to be the reporter. 

2. Each person in your group should use the directions for evaluating the credibility of the source’s Web neighborhood that are in Chapter 6 of Choosing and Using Sources at https://osu.pb.unizin.org/choosingsources/chapter/a-sources-neighb. 

Read the Choosing & Using Sources directions. (Assume that your purpose for evaluating the source is to consider using it for a college research project.) Then apply the directions to evaluating the source’s Web neighborhood, making the inference about your source’s credibility by assigning a “grade” for neighborhood as directed in Chapter 6. Tell the reporter the grade for credibility you gave your source, based on its Web neighborhood.  

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]The reporter should average the “grades” each of you assign for the credibility of your source, based on the source’s Web neighborhood. Then he or she will convert that to an average “grade” and report it on the board for your group. When you assign and average “grades”:

A-=Very Acceptable = 4
B = Good, but could be better = 3
C = OK in a pinch = 2
D = Marginal = 1
F –=Unacceptable = 0
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
